· Items from usability testing have priority over all other items; intersection with PD requests pushes up the priority; PD-requested “must have” items that do not intersect with UT are second tier

· Focus on collection-level description more than component level

· All DACS compliance issues must be addressed

· Anything that is encoded in accordance with the Best Practices should display in some fashion

· Create clear links to repository that holds the materials

· Improve navigation in finding aid; reduce the need to scroll through a long document

Questions/Other items to consider

Very high priority: Expand-collapse function for non-essential (to researchers) frontmatter: most of the administrative information. If so, default should leave the following uncollapsed: collection overview, <bioghist>, <scopecontent>. Collapse rest of collection-level description under “Administrative Information.” Collapse the <dsc>.
